1. Approval of Final Use Permit Conditions/Jim Calhoun/771 Hamilton Avenue: Review of
final conditions of approval for the use permit granted to 771 Hamilton Avenue on August 5,
2002 for the continuation of a pre-existing decorative wood manufacturing and sales business
at its current location within the M-1 (Light industrial) district. COMMISSION ACTION:

2. Architectural Control/Peter Baltay, Topos Architects/45 Hallmark Circle: Request for
architectural control approval of interior and exterior modifications to an existing townhouse.

C. PUBLIC HEARINGS

3. Use Permit/B.H. Bocook, Architect/945 Valparaiso Avenue: Request for a use permit for
new work associated with first floor additions to an existing legal, non-conforming, single-family
residence to exceed 50 percent of the replacement cost of the existing structure within a 12-
month period. COMMISSION ACTION: Conditionally approved, 4-0 (Commissioner Stein
absent from the vote).

4. Use Permit/Hayes Group Architects/260 Arden Road: Request for a use permit to construct
a new, two-story residence on a vacant lot that is substandard with regard to lot depth.

5. Use Permit/J.R. Smith, Avalon Studios, Inc./640 Hobart Street: Request for a use permit to
allow the demolition of an existing single-family residence and the construction of a new two-
story residence located on a lot that is substandard with regard to lot width and for excavation
into a side yard setback for the installation of a light well. COMMISSION ACTION:
