Confirmation of the reservations of a room rental by the recreation staff requires that the
Community Services Department receive at the time of application, full payment of the rental
fee for the total number of hours required for the function as well as a security and cleaning
deposit from the individual or group renting the facility. Compliance with the rental contract
as well as the security and clean-up procedures is the determining factor in the refunding of
all or part of the security/cleaning deposit.

Any exceptions to these requirements must be submitted to the director in
writing two weeks before the activity takes place. **Note: Staff fee of $17.50 per hour for
each staff member assigned to an event for regular operational hours and $26.75 per hour
for overtime and holidays.
